HOLY ANNUNCIATION ( CBETO BITArOBELLEHWE) - WEDNESDAY, MARCH 25, 2020

The Holy Annunciation is one of the Great Feasts of the Orthodox Church,
celebrated on March 25. This is one of only two days during Lent, the

other being Palm Sunday, when fish is permitted. According to the

Gospel of Luke 1:26-38, the Archangel Gabriel appeared to Mary to announce
that she would conceive and bear a Son, even though she "knew no man."
According to holy tradition, Mary was only fifteen, when she was visited by
Archangel Gabriel.

The date of Holy Annunciation was chosen by the Holy Fathers, so that

it is exactly nine months before the Nativity, which shows that Christ was
conceived precisely at this time of the Holy Ghost and Virgin Mary, as

it is stated in the Council of Nikkei.

Holy Annunciation celebrates "the beginning of our salvation and the revelation
of the Eternal Secret," because on this day the Son of God became the Son of
Man.

The Church Service dedicated to this feast will be on Wednesday, March 25t and will begin at 10 a.m.
